This is achieved through dialogical processes, innovative pedagogies, and courageous 
conversations. Additionally, the Pedagogist oversees the design and implementation of pedagogical projects for early 
years settings, ensuring that programming honors Métis culture, adheres to Indigenous frameworks, and accomplishes 
annual goals. They foster a hub of Early Childhood Educators and actively promote Métis language opportunities while 
engaging the community through information sessions and outreach efforts. Moreover, the Pedagogist manages 
communication, marketing, and funding interactions, contributing to the connection between educators and programs 
while preserving the richness of Métis culture and traditions.

DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES 

General  
• Works with educators, programs, and staff in their local work context, collaborating with each program to 

organize and design pedagogical projects to meet the specific needs and context of each early years setting. 
• Establishes and secures programming that is respectful of Métis culture and knowledge, and which reflects the 

Indigenous Early Learning and Child Care Framework (IELCF) including a Métis Nation ELCC Framework and The 
United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (UNDRIP).  

• Develops annual program goals in consultation with the Senior Manager, Early Learning and Child Care Training 
and Development and sets and maintains quality levels through audits and evaluations, ensuring all goals are 
met and reported effectively and in a timely manner.  

• Develops and implements guidelines within the project, ensuring alignment with the Ministry of Education 
Operational Plan.  

• Connects with members of the ECPN, and Métis community to establish and maintain a hub of Early Childhood 
Educators.  

• Brings together MNBC, community and ECE programming to establish a basis of Métis specific cultural resources 
and information sharing.  

• Engages in community information sessions supporting Métis culture and tradition.  
• Collaborates with Michif language speakers to gather and create Michif language opportunities for ELCC 
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programming and establishes a reconnection to the endangered language. 
• Promotes community awareness and support of the project by performing duties such as producing promotional 

materials and attending community events.  
• Contributes relevant content to the creation of communication, such as and marketing materials, and respond 

to funders in a timely manner.  

Community Relations 
• Builds and strengthens mutually respectful relationships with Métis Chartered Communities and Métis non-

profit societies.  
• Engages with MNBC ministries, Métis Chartered communities, Early Childhood Pedagogy Network, families, 

children and family agencies, early years services providers, educational institutions including school districts, 
government and early years experts. 

• Coordinates the provision of services, fosters partnerships, collaborates, exchanges information and maintains 
effective relationships with stakeholders, service partners, volunteer community groups, organizations, and 
committees.

• Demonstrated ability to effectively communicate both verbally and in writing. 
• Proven ability to prioritize tasks, meet deadlines, and work with minimal supervision. 
• Proven ability to utilize, adapt and embrace new technologies, including Office 365 and other database/software 

required by the role. 
• Knowledge and/or awareness of the historical and contemporary contributions made by Métis people in B.C.
